Statements of Reaffirmation of Exemption for their real property.  The list also included a listing 

of the cemeteries in the county which are still be used for the interment of human dead.  Assessor 

Krance informed the Board that a new application for exemption was received timely from the 

Nebraska Annual Conference of the Methodist Church.  As required by statute, a hearing on the 

application will be held at 9:05 a.m. on February 15th during the next Board of Equalization 

meeting.
