The motion was seconded by Boss and all members voted in the 

affirmative.  A motion was made by Boss to approve the motor vehicle exemption for the 2018 

Yongqiang trailer owned by the Midwest Covenant Home which will be used to move equipment 

at the facility.  The motion was seconded by Boruch and the roll call vote was Boss, aye;  

Boruch, aye;  Westring, aye.
