A motion was made by Boruch to reappoint James L. Carlson as Weed Superintendent
for calendar year 2021. The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch,
aye; Boss, aye; Westring, aye.

A motion was made by Boruch to reappoint Jerry Westring as Zoning Administrator for
calendar year 2021. The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye;
Boss, aye; Westring, aye.

A motion was made by Boruch to appoint Debra S. Girard to prepare the 2021-2022
county budget. The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Boss,
aye; Westring, aye.

A motion was made by Boss to designate the Polk County website
(polkcounty.nebraska.gov) as an additional method of providing notice of the County’s meetings.
The motion was seconded by Boruch and the roll call vote was Boss, aye; Boruch, aye;
Westring, aye.

The Board signed the annual signature report for the Secretary of State’s office.

A motion was made by Boruch to transfer $22,000.00 from the Highway Bond Fund to
the Inheritance Tax Fund as budgeted. The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote
was Boruch, aye; Boss, aye; Westring, aye. The transfer repays the transfer of the same amount
approved by resolution on November 17", 2020.

An application for appointment as a county depository bank was received from the
Nebraska Public Agency Investment Trust (NPAIT) but at this time, the Treasurer does not have
any funds on deposit with NPAIT. Should the Treasurer wish to place funds on deposit with
NPAIT, accepting their application to be a depository bank will be revisited by the Board.

Tasha Weller met with the Board to ask for approval for a special designated permit to
have alcohol at a function to be held on the Polk County Fairgrounds. A motion was made by
Boruch to allow Polk County Recreational Assn. to sell and serve alcohol on February 6™, 2021
in the Ag Pavilion on the Polk County Fairgrounds. The motion was seconded by Boss and the
roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Boss, aye; Westring, aye.

Highway Supt. Theis updated the Board on the work being done in the Road Dept. The
two bridge projects submitted for the State’s bridge matching funds program have been
approved. JEO will be contacted to start the design process for box culverts to replace the
bridges. Adjustments were made to brush mulcher attachment for the excavator and it has been
in use.

Weed Supt. Carlson updated the Board on the activities of the Weed Dept. A motion was
made by Boruch authorizing the Chairman to sign the Activity Report, the Noxious Weed
Infestation Report, the Noxious Weed Control Plan, the Budget Report, the Nebraska Invasive
Plant Watch List Infestation Report, and the Weed Control Board Roster as presented by Weed
Supt. Carlson. The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Boss,
aye; Westring, aye. The Platte Valley Weed Management Association is bidding spraying the
Platte River by airboat, drone, and helicopter for the upcoming spray season. Some phragmites
inspections have been completed with more to do.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 11:45 a.m. to meet again on
January 26™ and February 2", 2021. An agenda of the meetings will be available at the office of
the County Clerk.
