 At 10:00 a.m., a motion was made by Boss to go into executive session to discuss 

personnel matters.  The motion was seconded by Boruch and the roll call vote was Boss, aye;  

Boruch, aye;  Westring, aye.  Also present was Mark Gabel.  At 10:45 a.m., a motion was made 

by Westring to come out of executive session.  The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll 

call vote was Westring, aye;  Boss, aye;  Boruch, aye.  Chairman Westring stated for the record 

that no formal action was taken and that only personnel matters were discussed.   

 

 A motion was made by Boruch authorizing the Chairman to sign the Annual Highway 

Budget and Expenditure Report.  The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was 

Boruch, aye;  Boss, aye;  Westring, aye. 

 

 Highway Supt. Theis also updated the Board on the work being done in the Road Dept.  

Shouldering of the new asphalt with millings in the Duncan Lakes area will continue tomorrow.  

Bridge inspections will be conducted this week and the fuel pump is being replaced in Supt. 

Theis’s pickup.  The culverts ordered for the Center Road project should be here in a couple of 

weeks with installation to follow, provided the weather holds and whatever water is in the creek 

is pumped out.   

 

 Weed Supt. Carlson update the Board on the activities of the Weed Dept.  A perfect score 

was received on a recent noxious weed program evaluation conducted of his office by the 

Nebraska Dept. of Agriculture.  Spraying of phragmites is now done for the season as the 

chemicals used are not effective after a freeze.  Brush spraying is also wrapping up for the season 

and the shopyards and bridge approaches are part of the fall spraying program. 

 

 There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 12:00 p.m. to meet again on 

November 15th and 22nd, 2022.  An agenda of the meetings will be available at the office of the 

County Clerk.
