At a recent Road Dept. crew meeting, various intersections that need to have the need for
traffic control signs reviewed were discussed. A motion was made by Boruch directing the
Highway Supt. to have traffic studies done at the intersections of 132 and R, 129 and S, 138 and
V, and 139 and M to determine whether or not traffic control signs are needed at those
intersections. The motion was seconded by Boss and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Boss,
aye; Westring, aye.

Highway Supt. Theis also updated the Board on the work being done in the Road Dept.
The amount of millings needed for the fairgrounds project has been determined and the
information will be shared with the Fair Board. Supt. Theis is working on preparing the specs
needed for the used wheeled loader bids.
