The County Jail Report for the month of March was reviewed by the Board and
approved.

The Board approved the annual report submitted by the City of Stromsburg for their TIF
program.

A motion was made by Boruch to transfer $5,120.14 from the 911 Wireless Service Fund
to the 911 Emergency Management Fund. The motion was seconded by Westring and the roll
call vote was Boruch, aye; Westring, aye. The amount transferred is equal to 76% of the
allowable telephone bills for the 911 communications lines paid for from the regular 911 fund
from July 1, 2020 to December 31, 2020. This ending date corresponds with the date the
dispatch function was transferred to the Columbus/Platte County Joint Communications Center.
The Public Service Commission allows up to 76% of these bills to be paid for with the wireless
funds distributed to the county.

To correct the amount of the allowable telephone bills transferred by resolution in June
2020 from the 911 Wireless Service Fund to the 911 Emergency Management Fund, a motion
was made by Boruch to transfer $1,870.55 from the 911 Emergency Management Fund to the
911 Wireless Service Fund, The motion was seconded by Westring and the roll call vote was
Boruch, aye; Westring, aye. The Public Service Commission requested the adjustment
following an audit of the 2019-2020 fiscal year records for the 911 Wireless Service Fund.

Extension Educator Colleen Pallas met with the Board to present information regarding
the state bid for a 2021 Chevrolet Traverse to replace the 2001 Chevrolet van used by the
Extension office. A motion was made by Boruch authorizing the Polk County Extension to
purchase the 2021 Chevrolet Traverse at the state bid price through Husker Auto Group, trading
in the 2001 Chevrolet van. The motion was seconded by Westring and the roll call vote was
Boruch, aye; Westring, aye.

At 9:45 a.m., a motion was made by Westring to go into executive session to personnel
and legal matters. The motion was seconded by Boruch and the roll call vote was Westring, aye;
Boruch, aye. At 10:20 a.m., a motion was made by Boruch to come out of executive session.
The motion was seconded by Westring and the roll call vote was Boruch, aye; Westring, aye.
Chairman Westring stated for the record that no formal action was taken and that only personnel
and legal matters were discussed.

At 10:30 a.m., the Board recessed to attend the funeral of Michelle Sterup, an employee
of the Polk County Health Dept. Following the services, the meeting reconvened at 11:55 a.m.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 12:00 p.m. to meet again on
April 201" and 27™, 2021. An agenda of the meetings will be available at the office of the County
Clerk.
