Theis updated the Board on the work being done in the Road Dept. A
used dump truck was found to replace the current dump truck that is experiencing mechanical
issues. After reviewing the specs for the box culvert project, an addendum will be made to
update the preferred date of completion for the project. The engine in need of repairs, as
reported last week, has been removed from the maintainer and is ready to be repaired. Fiber
optic lines for improved internet service are being installed in the rural area around Shelby. New
tires are being installed on a couple of the motorgraders.

There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 11:50 a.m. to meet again on
August 23 and September 6™, 2022. An agenda of the meetings will be available at the office
of the County Clerk.
