The box culvert project has been approved for
bid letting and an advertisement for bids will be published. One of the motorgraders blew an
engine last week with repairs anticipated to cost $18,000 plus labor. Supt. Theis is checking
with Miller Seed to obtain the product needed to reseed the site leased from the State for clay.
